Tiirkiyede her y1l yaklasik 1 milyon kisinin ge¢im-
lerini saglayabilmek icin mevsimlik gezici tarim
isciligi yaptig1 tahmin edilmektedir. Mevcut aras-
tirmalar, mevsimlik gezici tarim iscisi ailelerinin
cocuk sayisinin fazla oldugu kalabalik haneler
seklinde yasadiklarim1 ve aile gelirine katkida
bulunmak iizere cok kiiciik yasta cocuklarin bile
egitimden koparak, isgiiciine katilabildigini gos-
termektedir.

Yoksulluk, cocuk isciligi, egitimden uzaklasma,
ailelerin bu konudaki bilgi ve farkindaliklarinin
eksikligi gibi itici faktorlerin yaninda, tespit, yon-
lendirme ve miidahale hizmetlerindeki bosluklar
ile birlikte, bu aileler arasinda ¢ocuk yasta evlilik-
lerin de 6nemli bir risk faktorii oldugu goriilmek-
tedir.

It is estimated that around 1 million people in
Turkey engage in seasonal migrant agricultural
work annually to earn their livelihood. Available
researchshowsthatseasonalmigrantagricultural
worker families live in crowded households with
many children, and even very young children can
drop out of education and join the workforce to
contribute to the family income.

In addition to pushing factors including poverty,
child labor, withdrawal from education and lack
of knowledge and awareness of families on this
issue, and together with the gapsinidentification,
referral and intervention services, child marriage
becomes a significant risk for children among
these families.

Development Workshop Cooperative aims to
contribute to the elimination of child marriages
in seasonal migrant agricultural worker families
in Turkey with the Towards Ending Child
Marriages Among Seasonal Migrant Agricultural
Worker Families Through Capacity Building and
Community-Based Interventions project started
in August 2023 and supported by the Canadian
Embassy.

research, two guides will be prepared and widely
distributed on the following topics to strengthen
the capacities of key stakeholders, including
public officials, NGO staff, humanitarian aid
workers and volunteers:

+ Identification and referral guide to prevent
child marriages in seasonal migrant agricultural
worker families.

o Guide for rights-based service delivery and
community-based interventions to prevent
child marriage in seasonal migrant agricultural
worker families.
