NOTE ON CURRENT SITUATION 
In August 2020, Provincial Child Prevention Unit personnel and Development Workshop field experts visited 28 temporary 
tent settlements in Ünye, İkizce, Altınordu, Perşembe, Fatsa and Ulubey districts of Ordu province where seasonal migratory 
agricultural workers live. Identification forms were filled out based on the declarations of agriculture labour intermediaries 
(locally called elçi, dayıbaşı, or çavuş) and the adults living in 9 settlements including 5 METİP and 4 temporary tent settlements. 
Data regarding 19 temporary tent settlements on the banks of Fatsa-Elekçi stream and in Perşembe-Efirli were obtained in line 
with the statements of the inhabitants as well as by a rapid assessment There are 28 temporary tent settlements in 6 districts 
of Ordu province. The average of the data obtained as a result of the fieldwork conducted in 9 tent settlements was used for the 
estimation of the population of 19 temporary tent settlements. All data were analysed and reflected to the Current Situation Map. 

HOW WAS THE NUMBER OF PERSONS AND CHILDREN CALCULATED?
In order to estimate the number of seasonal migratory agricultural workers and their children living in temporary 
settlements and METİP settlements in Ünye, İkizce, Altınordu, Perşembe, Fatsa and Ulubey districts of Ordu 
during hazelnut harvesting season (August-September), the average per tent was calculated using the data on 
the total number of people and children obtained as a result of the fieldwork conducted in 9 tent settlements; 
5 METİP settlements and 4 temporary tent settlements in these districts. These determined numbers and 
averages were for the estimation of the population of 19 temporary tent settlements located on the banks of 
Fatsa-Elekçi stream and in Perşembe-Efirli identified by a rapid assessment.

In order to estimate the total population and especially the distribution of age groups of children, average 
number of inhabitants per tent was calculated on the basis of data collected from 5 tents randomly selected in 
9 settlements visited during fieldwork conducted in August 2020 in Ünye, İkizce, Altınordu, Perşembe, Fatsa and 
Ulubey districts. The distribution of age groups of children in these tents was as follows: 0-5 age group (0.94 
children), 6-9 age group (0.73), 10-13 age group (0.66) and 14-18 age group (0.73). The number of all adults and 
children and distribution of these children by age groups was calculated by multiplying these averages with the 
total number tents in all (28) temporary settlements in the province.

product. The mites and

 cocoons are picked 
by hand to stop 

damage by the hazel
 gall mite and the 

moths which spent 
the winter in their 

cocoons.    

The air and soil warm
 and nature begins to

 awaken; plant 
nutrients (fertiliser) 
are given to the soil. 
The pesticides are 

administered to 
combat against hazel
 gall mites and other

 pests such as weevils.
 Precautions are taken 

against last spring 
frosts and branches 

which were damaged in
 winter are cleaned. 

The combat against 
the hazel gall mite, 

moth and green 
shield bug is carried 

out. Nitrogenous 
fertilising ends, but if
 the fertilising time
 has passed, it can 
also be used in this 

month. 

As it is the period when 
all creatures wake from

 hibernation and the 
hazelnut clusters begin to 

develop its fruit, this is
 the month when the 
hazelnut pests start 
to become active. 

Combating against the
 nut weevil is carried
 out in this month, 
when the fruits are 
the size of a lentil.

Herbicides are 
administered 

toward the end of 
this month to control

 weeds or foreign 
plants such as nettles

or blackberry. 
Insecticides are 

administered aga-inst
 the European Fruit 
Lecanium and the 
Pear Blight Beetle. 

If there is a drought, 
irrigation is necessary 
to ensure the hazelnut 
fruit is well developed

 and does not fall 
from the branch. 

Before the harvest, 
weeding, re-pair of 

tools and equipment, 
preparation of the threshing
 location is carried out and 
pesticides are administered

 if there is a high 
concentration of the 

green shield bug nymph.

Hazelnuts are harvested
 manually from the 
hazel trees or by 

collecting hazel-nuts
 which were shaken to

 the ground. After 
the harvest, threshing

 and storage processes
 are carried out.

In places where 
threshing is delayed, 
the product must be
 well protected from
 the autumn rains.
 Once the hazelnut

 harvest is completed, 
moth control is 

car-ried out.

The product is sold.
 The tasks of pruning,

 removing dry 
branches and winter 
fertilisation begins, 
as preparation for 

next year. Pesticide 
for control of may

 beetle larvae is
 applied in these 

months.

Workers in 
tent settlements come from Şanlıurfa. There are 162 people living in this tent settlement,83 of which are children.
